• The VKPP Domestic Homicide Pilot is coming to the end of Phase 1, and the research team are analysing the current data. The 

project has already been deemed a success and will continue. 

• At the Domestic Abuse Commissioners meeting on 13th July the following concerns were discussed: 

• The 3rd sector reported that the demand for the National Helpline is still increasing. 

• There are currently long waiting lists for mental health services. 

• Black men are being disbelieved or discouraged from reporting to police. 

• There are concerns regarding the easing of lockdown and landlords, cafes etc. collecting personal data for NHS Test and 

Trace. This poses a risk to domestic abuse victims in relation to stalking and harassment. 

• Refuge occupancy is still very high and there are also difficulties with moving on. There are increasing problems in relation to 

social distancing to be able to deliver services and also concerns around ongoing funding.

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• Serious incident notifications in the child safeguarding system remain at stable numbers and without detailed analysis it remains the 

case that upon first sight it is not possible to identify any particular explicit link to the impact of COVID-19 measures: 

• Serious incident notifications - Between 29th June and 5th July 2020: 

15 serious incident notifications to the National Panel which all relate to the triggering event for the referral having happened 

since May 2020: 

• 6 relate to deaths. 

• 9 relate to serious harm. 

These cases are those reported in England. Other systems exists in devolved countries for collection of this data.

• Sexual grooming has increased by 21.9%, Sexual activity has decreased by 27.7%, Sexual assault has decreased by 11.5% and Rape 

has decreased by 14%. 

• The reporting of Neglect decreased by 0.8% for the 4 week period ending 19th July when compared to the same period in 2019.

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Stop It Now 

• Hits on the website are still down when compared to pre-lockdown numbers, however recently they have risen from 1,055 for the period 

l824 June,June, to 1,312 for the period 2nd-8th July. 

• The Get Help website aimed specifically at whose concerned about their own behaviour, has also seen an increase from 291 hits for 

the period 18th-24th June, to 311 for the period 2nd-8th July, which remains above pre-lockdown levels and the highest levels outside the 

period covered by a Police Scotland campaign. 

• This is also reflected in new users to the site, which is up from 64 hits for the period 18th-24th June, to 89 for the period 2nd-8th July. 

• The UK use of the Parents Protect site has increased from 2,857 for the period 22nd-28th June, to 3,249 for the period 6th-12th July. 

NB - different reporting periods to other data. 

• The Friends and Family Forum had 797 hits between 2nd-8th July, which is slightly down from 824 hits between 25th June-1st July, but 

significantly up on hits prior to lockdown (502 hits). 

• Stop It Now helpline has seen an 80% increase in callers/emailers between 29th June-12th July compared to two week average in 2019. 

There has also been a 25% increase in calls/emails for the same period. 

• For the period 15th-28th June callers to the Stop It Now helpline discussed the following: 

• 57% of callers have called regarding concerns about their own behaviour. 

• 57% of calls to the helpline related to online abuse. 

• 78% of callers calling about online abuse, called having already been arrested.

• Local authorities in the Eastern, West Midlands and East Midlands regions are reporting an increase in exploitation referrals to 

social care for `new' children and young people who social care have not previously been aware of.

• Some young people are requesting face to face visits and also there is an increased vulnerability in some young people due to the lack 

of face to face visits from other professionals.

• Exploitation referrals to Social Care: 

• In the North East, referrals to MASH have remained consistent but there has been an increase in online exploitation referrals. 

• Younger children are being targeted for online grooming and exploitation. The average age of referrals is 10-12 years, 

previously this was around 14 years. 

• Young people are presenting as increasingly vulnerable to online radicalisation as a result of the lockdown restrictions and 

spending increased time online (largely unsupervised). Specifically, online `self-radicalisation' is the most common trend, 

particularly amongst young people ages 14-17 years, who are on the autistic spectrum. 

• In the region which this relates to, the main trend is right wing radicalization. Young people are accessing and sending 

illegal information from the far-right terrorist organisation National Action.
