Furlough is well-understood, it is popular with firms and workers and the public. Pretty much everyone knows someone
who has been helped.

We have lowered the cost by requiring co-payment - it has gone down from £10bn a month to £1.7bn by November
(modelled at this stage, obviously). And it would come down further if we increased co-payment.
